General Seeman served with the Manhatman Engineer Dis-
trict from 1945 o 1946, and with the Cental Incelligence
Agency during 1947 and 1948, He was disericc enginecr of
the Alaska Diserice from 1949 ro 1952, During this later as-
signment, he was responsible for the largest permanent con-
siruction program ever undertaken in Alaska

General Seerman was assigned to the Office of the Compreroller
of the Army in 1933 and 1954, On 1 Seprember 1954, General
Seeman was appointed division engineer, Southwestern Divi-
sion, Dallas, Texas. While in thar assignment, he also served on
the Mississippi River Commission and the Board of Engineers
for Rivers and Harbors. On 18 May 1958, he was assigned
the Office of the Deputy Chief of Swaff for Logistics, as Chief,
construction division. On 1 August 1958, he was designated
Direcror of Insmilations, where he served undl May 1962, On
20 May 1962 he assumed command of Fort Leonard Wood.
